CORRESPONDENCE:

VICE-CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: 
The use of  EMERGENCY REFEREES. clarified 
Emergency referees can only be appointed on the day when no qualified official is available. The Appointment must be agreed by both teams and the match record card must be endorsed that an Emergency Referee has been used. 
The same Emergency Referee can not be used on multiple occasions and. If a parent or club official wishes to take on the refereeing duties for a team, they MUST go on the training course. 
No unqualified referee can be appointed in advance and, if the home club does not have a referee available by the Tuesday prior to the game, they MUST contact the opposition to establish if they have a qualified official available. If this is not the case, then the home club must contact the Referees Secretary and he will do his best to provide an official. Only after all this has failed can an emergency referee be appointed on the day.

Match reports for the Sheerness Times Guardian need to be received at the sportsdesk by 11 am Monday mornings. This means that the 9pm deadline for receipt by the Match report email address on Sunday evenings will still apply for the coming season. 

Match reports for the Medway, Sittingbourne and Gravesend Messengers need to be at the sportsdesk by 11 am on Tuesday mornings, which means that the 9pm Monday evening deadline for receipt by the Match Report email address will also continue. The main difference here is that teams in the Sittingbourne area have an extra day to get their reports submitted if they want to include them in the Sittingbourne Messenger.

It has been agreed that ALL match reports will be published in the Medway Messenger newspaper. ANY CLUB WISHING TO HAVE THEIR MATCH REPORTS INCLUDED IN THE SHEERNESS TIMES GUARDIAN, GRAVESEND OR SITTINGBOURNE MESSENGERS NEWSPAPERS MUST ADVISE ME OF THIS BEFORE THE START OF THE SEASON. If you do not advise me the reports will ONLY be included in the Medway Messenger.
Discussions are ensuing with the Sports Editor as to the inclusion of photographs in each publication but I am hoping that there is greater coverage across all the Clubs and age groups in the League. Much of this is reliant on the photographers being aware of what games are going on and where and I will inform you of this in due course.

You should also be aware that there will be limited editing of the reports by the newspaper on receipt so I would ask you to reaffirm to your managers that they should use the guidelines for match reports, an updated version of which will be available in due course.
